“Porkopolis” for all its slaughter houses.

Flying pig statues can be found all around the city and on top of 
the bridges over the Ohio River.  Runner’s World Magazine has named 
The Flying Pig Marathon the “best named” marathon in the country.  
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Marathons
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Enjoy a sunny day at Sawyer Point and walk along the
Serpentine Wall.  The Serpentine Wall is located along the river-
banks and is favorited by picnics and watching summer ! reworks.  
Sawyer Point is the most popular park in 
Cincinnati.  

The P&G Pavillion offers free concerts from well-known 
performers such as Duran Duran and The
Village People.  

Admission to the park is free and is open daily from 
6 a.m. to 11 p.m.  

The Cincinnati Museum, Union Terminal, is one of the 
most recognizable buildings in Cincinnati.  Built in 
1933, Union Terminal was the city’s train station.  The 
building was modeled after the 
Crosley radio which was invented by Powell 
Crosley, who lived in Cincinnati.  

Exhibits and an Omnimax Theater are the features 
of the Cincinnati Museum.  

Operation hours are Monday through Saturday, 10 
a.m. to 5 p.m and Sunday, 11 a.m. to 6 p.m.

Tickets prices range from $12 for adults and $8 for
children.
